HISTORY OF MARANATHA

Maranatha Baptist University has been called "the miracle school” because of its
unusual beginning without funds, equipment, students, faculty, or constituency. It was born, not
in the heart of man’ but in the heart of God.

From 1872 to 1967, the original 62-acre campus was occupied by the University of Our
Lady of the Sacred Heart, then Sacred Heart Military Academy. In 1967, the academy closed and
the property was offered for sale. Watertown resident Elayne Senn, impressed with the need for
a Baptist college in the state of Wisconsin, found the campus ideally suited for this purpose and
shared that burden with Dr. and Mrs. B. Myron Cedarholm.

Dr. Cedarholm accepted an invitation to preach in another state, and through a meeting
with pastors and those in custody of the property, the Lord moved in the hearts of men. The
property, now valued at more than $18.5 million, was made available for $150,000. Friends
undertook, prayer was answered, and Maranatha Baptist Bible College officially came into
existence on July 1, 1968. “With men this is impossible; but with God all things are possible”
(Matthew 19:26).

The provision of the Lord was evident, for all needs were supplied. In answer to prayer, a
group of excellent, well-trained, and experienced faculty banded together to train the 173
students who enrolled in the first semester.

The College grew quickly. In 1970 Maranatha Baptist Graduate School was brought into
existence. In 1973 Maranatha Baptist Academy became a reality, offering grades 9 through 12.
Maranatha Baptist Seminary opened in 2009.

The Board of Trustees approved the name change to Maranatha Baptist University on
October 28, 2013, which led to the name-change announcement to the faculty and staff on
November 15, 2013; the announcement to the students, alumni, and general public on
December 13, 2013; and the unveiling of the new brand identity and mascot on March 18, 2014.

Current students remain as committed to God’s work as those who preceded them. Our
most recent alumni survey indicates that 95 percent of our graduates are actively involved in
local church ministry. God has blessed and sustained a school that remains true to its mission -
to develop leaders for ministry in the local church and the world “To the Praise of His Glory.”

ACADEMIC LIFE

The academic year at Maranatha Baptist University consists of two semesters of 16
weeks each. The fall semester usually begins late in August and ends in mid-December. The
spring semester begins in mid-January and continues through early May.
